The thesis is of very high quality, well written and interesting to read. It has a good structure 

based on Chakarbarti’s DRM. Chapters 1 and 2 are the Research Clarification stage. Chapter 

2 is a good overview of the concept in literature, discussing related theories. Chapter 

3proposes the model-based system concept representation framework. It provides  the 

theoretical rationale demonstrated on two alternatives of the aircraft concepts. In Chapter 4 

the proposed methodology is validated by surveys of patents, urban architectural patterns, 

and software patterns. Chapter 5 presents the model-based 

concept for suborbital human spaceflight systems and Chapter 6 – for space 

communications systems. Conclusions and summary are in Chapter 7.

The results are very significant and contribute to the body of knowledge on concept 

generation as a key part of the systems engineering process. The framework developed in 

the research enables a systems engineer to measure conceptual similarities 

between alternative concepts and can be reused during the architecture stage.

The results can be applied in conceptual modeling frameworks and tools such as OPCloud, 

guiding systems engineers in the early, most fuzzy and least structured stages.
