Reviewer’s Report 

Reviewers report should contain the following items: 

• Brief evaluation of the thesis quality and overall structure of the dissertation. 
The thesis is well written and consists of 6 Chapters on more than 200 pages (168 with text, 
the rest is appendices).  

• The relevance of the topic of dissertation work to its actual content 
The topic is very relevant to the applications in many industries. The work suggests a new 
approach with faster training times.  

• The relevance of the methods used in the dissertation 
All methods are relevant.  

• The scientific significance of the results obtained and their compliance with the international 
level and current state of the art 
The work develops and validates a new algorithm for processing point cloud data, obtained 
from a number of sources (lidar, photogrammetry). Validation is made using existing point 



cloud datasets. State of the art is tracked vs other published  algorithms and performance is 
compared.  

• The relevance of the obtained results to applications (if applicable) 
The work focuses on algorithm development and validation. No application work is done 
here, but it is out of scope of this thesis.  

• The quality of publications 
The quality of publications is consistent with requirements for the PhD program at Skoltech.

The thesis is of very good quality and no significant issues were discovered.
